05 Julien Bouchard Vin de Table Blanc | FRANCE £3.05 £4.05 £11.95 
Master burgundian wine maker but just look at that price!   

06 Undurraga Sauvignon Blanc |  CHILE £3.20 £4.30 £12.65 
Gooseberry aromas and honey texture, drinks well with  
most anything on the menu

07 Domaine de Pellehaut Rose |  FRANCE £3.30 £4.35 £12.90 
This is our only ros" on the list but it©s a great one from the top Bordeaux  
house of Sichel ± just off dry showing nice structure and light strawberry fruit

08 Hutton Ridge Chenin Blanc |  SOUTH AFRICA    £12.95 
If you want something just short of dry but still a good 20 minute drive  
from sweet then this is just the ticket for you

09 Marquis de la Menardiere Sauvignon Blanc |  FRANCE £13.65 
A completely refreshing mouthful of green fruit to enliven  
a fish or cream based dish   

 10 Verdicchio dei Castelli |  ITALY   £14.35 
Ok so you©ve never heard of the grape but think Italian ±  
suave and stylish with a delightfully sharp tongue and long finish

11 Explorer Gerwutztraminer |  CHILE   £14.45 
Rich, off dry, spicy and exotic. Fantastic with any food that has a kick to it  

12 Scrubby Rise Sauv/Sem/Viognier |  AUSTRALIA  £15.60 
A slightly unusual blend from Oz which creates a glass of pure sunshine  
in your hand. Don©t look out the window and ruin the effect!

13 Bourgogne Chardonnay |  FRANCE   £16.85 
Stylish partner to the Pinot Noir in the red selection, this shows apple,  
peach flesh and honey with a restrained oak influence

14 Pinot Grigio Zenato |  ITALY   £17.25 
Unlike most Pinot Grigio©s this actually has flavour ±  
honey and apples make this by far the most popular white on the list



15 Seifried Estate Sauvignon Blanc |  NEW ZEALAND  £19.25 
Fresh granny smith apples with zingy acidity. What New Zealanders do best  
(apart from travel) 

 16 Reserve Riesling Cave de Truckheim|  FRANCE £19.50 
An absolutely classic dry Alsace riesling ± get past the unfashionable 
packaging to find a wine that never goes out of style

17 Sancerre Premier Cru Saget |  FRANCE    £20.50 
If your first instinct was to go for Bin 15, try this godfather of Sauvignon©s  
for a change ± sometimes the old ways are still the best

18 Chablis 1er Cru Les Vaillons Dom  
Long Depaquit |  FRANCE   £23.40 
This represents value for money on a level hitherto unknown. A mouthful of  
buttery flint ± like falling down Ben Nevis with a banana sandwich in your hand

19 Amelia Chardonnay |  CHILE   £26.00 
  This is the best white we©ve ever had on the list at  
Howies. Ripe pears and figs with a smokey finish  
± it©s breathtaking!

Ask for this to be slightly chilled if you  
want something different to go with smoked salmon or seafood

34 Chateau Tauzinat l©Hermitage |  FRANCE   £24.50 
An absolutely stunning Grand Cru St Emillion ± hints of raspberries  
and liquorice with big tannins in the finish.
